2D1N Tip of Borneo Trip  
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Description 

Visit the northern most tip of Borneo, where the South China Sea meets the Sulu Sea, and enjoy stunning 
views of the coastline. A great trip for seeing some of the most impressive coastline in Sabah, and 

experiencing the rich, varied culture Sabah is home too. 
 

In northern Borneo races from these seas came ashore many hundred of years ago to settle on the coastal 

plains. You will find the local villages in this area have retained much of their traditional way of life. During 
the 2D1N trip you will enjoy opportunities to mingle with traditional tribes such as the Bajaus, Dusuns and 

Rungus people.  

 

Itinerary 

DAY 1 

 
A cultural experience! Visit a local market before proceeding to the Kudat district to meet the Rungus people 

in their longhouses. Famous for their bead and basketry, witness their handicraft making. Overnight at 
Bavangaazo Longhouse (a replica of the original Longhouse built of natural materials and managed by the 

local villagers). Accommodation is basic twin sharing on a mattress with mosquito netting and a communal 

bathroom (no hot water).     
                                                                                                           

DAY 2 
 

Visit Kg. Sumangkap to observe how local gongs are being made. Gongs are important heirlooms and 

commonly used in festivities. Proceed to the northern most ‘Tip of Borneo’, Simpang Magayau  where the 
South China Sea meets the Sulu Sea. Return back to Kota Kinabalu.
